     •The Netherlands, a nation that once was a bas-
tion of Christian truth and world mission, but today has many unreached parts and turning fur-
ther and further way from the Lord.  We are endeavoring to launch a new school to train men and 
women in the gospel ministry this March.
     •The Czech Republic, where 4% of the towns and villages have a life-giving church 
and 99.8% of the people are not reached with the gospel.  We are working toward opening a new 
school this September for ministry training and Church Planting among the Czech people.
     •The Antioch Training Project – a new training initiative with the pastors of large, 
growing European churches on how to foster the DNA of multiplication through which they 
will train, send, and plant many new churches, businesses, and ministries in their nation.  There 
will be leaders from 7-8 nations involved this year alone.
     Our mandate, yours and mine, is to fulfill this great heavenly mission and make the most of 
the opportunities the Lord places before us to go and preach, win, make, love, relieve suffer-
ing, and see the Kingdom of God established in the hearts and cities of the world.  But there is a 
very sticky problem – not all of us can physically go.  Oswald J. Smith, the great mission hearted 
pastor of Toronto said, “Either GO or SEND a substitute!”  
     God has called us at PI into the very heart and soul of a continent controlled by depression, 
humanism, fear, and atheism.  He has called us to GO and train leaders, see new churches es-
tablished, in order that villages and cities are reached with the gospel. 
     Perhaps you can’t go, but you can send a substitute! We need your help.  We need a host 
of new partners who will SEND us both financially and in prayer.
